Lost Communications Procedure
Air Operations
The proposed flight operations area is in Class G airspace.  The requested flight operations ceiling is 1200ft AGL
.  Prior to flight operations the nearest air traffic control tower, based on the FAA sectional charts, will be contacted and briefed on the intended flight operation/s with location, operational parameters/objectives and flight duration/s.  

While conducting flight operations a VHF radio will be maintained and programmed to operational frequencies utilized for air traffic by the nearest control tower.  Should radio communications become disrupted the control tower can be contacted via cell phone or satellite phone at the above number.  

Should cell/sat phone communications also be unavailable the nearest communication center (Local Dispatch) can be contacted via Public Safety radio infrastructure to include VHF and 800mhz digital trunked radio systems.  Dispatch will then contact the tower via above systems. 
In the event that communication between the PIC and the ground based observer are lost, the PIC will execute the aircraft lost link procedure until communication is re-established between the PIC and the observer.
